ATSC BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

July 20, 2004

Minutes

Board/Committee Members Present:  Phil Keating, President; Jim Fort, Girls Commissioner; Lee Dutka, Boys Commissioner; Ron Greenhalgh, Treasurer; Robin Tilsworth, Secretary; Steve Lent, Member at Large; Gigi Peele and Hilary Phillips, Uniform Coordinators; Tom Torres, WAGS rep; and Billy Blake, NCSL Club Rep.  

Staff Present:  Nancy Etkin, Executive Director and Grant Smith, Director of Coaching

President’s Report:  Billy Blake was introduced as the new NCSL representative.  Steve Lent will stay on the board in the capacity of Member at Large.  The next Club Council meeting will be held on August 24, 7:30 pm at Lubber Run.  All managers and coaches are urged to attend.  Lighted fall practice fields will be at a premium because of converting Kenmore to Bermuda grass and converting Virginia Highlands to synthetic turf.  Travel will have limited use of Greenbrier, from 8-9:30 pm, and Wakefield Stadium, once completed (September 6).

Treasurer’s Report:  ATSC’s net cash on hand was reported at $21,829.28.  Ron stated that about half of the players have registered on line and the applications have netted $1,350 in donations primarily to the general fund and the Klurfeld Fund.  

Commissioners and League Rep Reports:   Registration of ATSC teams went fairly smoothly this time and there were no major policy changes reported.  WAGS is the only league adopting the new 8 vs 8 for the U-11.  Williamsburg II will be the Arlington field where the 8 vs 8 games are played this fall.

Director of Coaching Report:  Grant reported that all teams looking for coaches have hired for the fall.  The goalie coaching was well received in the spring but fields are again an issue for the fall.  More information will be provided after this is sorted out.  Grant asked for ideas to recruit more coaches to help with sweaty soccer as well as tryouts.  The board will discuss this further in future meetings.  Grant will gather information on coaches licenses and current salaries so as to be able to provide better advice to teams who are unsure of what rates are expected to retain good coaches in Arlington.    

Old Business:  The small group of board members reported their discussion and recommendation on a written policy for parent coaches.  Most of the board members were in support of allowing qualified parent coaches but the policy options will be modified in hopes that a proposal can be presented for a vote at the August Club Council meeting.  

Online registration deadline is September 1.  Deadline for scholarship applications is September 10.

ATSC  is still looking for a  new group to set up and take down nets.  The payment is $650 per season and usually involves 2-4 fields per weekend, an hour per field.  

Gigi and Hilary presented options for polo and athletic shirts with the ATSC logo.  Gig will get the prices on the shirts and make them available to coaches.  These shirts will be sold at the coaches game on September 11.    

New Business:   ATSC is translating the Parent, Coach and Player Code of Conduct into Spanish and will have available for the fall season.   The ATSC night for DC United will be Saturday, September 18 (changed at the request of Ryland Dennis).  

Reminder that the  ATSC coaches game was set for September 11, 5:00-8:00 pm, Quincy Field.
