Board/Committee Members Present:  Phil Keating, President; Lee Dutka, Boys Commissioner; Robin Tilsworth, Secretary; Steve Lent, Member at Large; Tom Torres, WAGS Rep; Chris Smith, Girls Coach Rep. and Lauren Hunt, Girls Player Rep.

President’s Report:  Chris Smith, Coach of U-11 Intensity Red, was introduced as the new Girls Coaches Rep. Considerable energy has been recently devoted to determining the level of insurance available to ATSC players.  The issue was raised by George Washington University (GWU) where it is proposed that goalie training be conducted. 

Phil also reported that effort is underway to set ATSC up as a separate tax entity.  Currently ATSC remains part of the Arlington Soccer Association (ASA). 

Colin Lennon, the Goalie Coach, was assured by the board that there is a strong desire to continue the goalie training but the lack of fields was severe.  During the next week the goalies/families will be polled to determine if training at the GWU facility in the Foxhall area of Washington, D.C. would be feasible.  

Treasurer’s Report:  ATSC’s finances are such that approximately $12,000 will be available for the start of the next season.  The 3rd Annual Coaches game netted $638 and donations to the Klurfield Scholarship Foundation totaled $500.  All but one team has registered online.  Registrations total 677.  An issue has arisen due to the online registration cost of $46 compared to the scholarship exemption of $45.  The extra dollar covers the cost of the online system.  

Commissioners and League Rep Reports:  WAGS foray into small sided games was not without incident as players, coaches and referees adjusted.  However, by the second game the structure was working smoothly.  Each ODSL and NCSL team is being asked to volunteer to be the ATSC representative.  The lack of volunteers is prompting the development of alternative means of covering these jobs.  More discussion will be held in upcoming board meetings.  

Director of Coaching Report:  Grant reported that the season is starting well with the usual concerns at the younger ages about competitiveness.  The coaches game was such a hit with the coaches that another one is being planned.  

Old Business:  The ATSC night for DC United will be Sat., September 18.  ATSC is translating the Parent, Coach and Player Code of Conduct into Spanish to be available soon.   The new ATSC logo shirts have been ordered and will be delivered soon.  

New Business:   An incident between a parent and coach will be worked through by a small group from the executive board.
