Minutes

Staff Present:  Nancy Etkin, Executive Director and Grant Smith, Director of Coaching

President’s Report:  Phil reported that efforts are ongoing to recruit ODSL and NCSL representatives.  These are important and critical for all the teams in those leagues so it is important that volunteers be recruited quickly.  

Phil also gave an update on the conversion of Arlington fields to synthetic turf.  There has been no decision yet on whether to begin the conversion of Washington-Lee High School over the winter due to fears that it would not be complete in time for spring athletics.  The Greenbrier Stadium complex (Yorktown High School) conversions will begin in July and take about 14 months.  The track is being moved to the upper field and grading will be redone.  The Virginia Highlands field will be ready for spring, but the timetable for installation of lights is unclear.  

The annual VYSA workshop is scheduled in Richmond for February 4-5, 2005.  

Phil is looking into possibility of a club rate for speed and conditioning work by Explosive Performance for this winter.  

All ATSC voters were encouraged to vote YES on the bond issue which will fund more fields in Arlington.

Treasurer’s Report:  All 690 of ATSC players have registered online.  ATSC’s finances are such that approximately $9,400 will be available for the start of the next season.  The change from September to October was the addition of the goalie training fee.  It will be a partial fee since there were only a few sessions this fall.    Discussion will be held to determine the charge for the banner ads on the ASTC web page.   

Commissioners and League Rep Reports:  WAGS foray into small sided games continues to have a few difficulties.  The only Arlington field, Williamsburg, has been determined to be too small.  However, play will continue there for this season.  At the next NCSL board meeting a proposal to allow 22 players on State Cup rosters will be up for a vote.  

Director of Coaching Report:  Grant is working with the goalie trainer to see if something can be worked out, especially for the older keepers, for next season.  

New Business:  The rest of the board meeting involved a discussion of a conflict that has arisen between a coach and the manager of a younger team.  The Boys Commissioner, President and Director of Coaching will work with the team.  As a result of this discussion the Managers and Coaches handbooks will be updated especially relating to the responsibilities on team formation and stressing the goals of each age group.  This will be done in time for next spring.  

A request to form a new U-10 team will be discussed with the person requesting along with information about training with ATSC for spring tryouts.
