ATSC Board Meeting – September 18, 2007

President, Steve Lent, was out of town.  Richard Easby & Lee Dudka were asked to run the meeting.  
Richard Easby indicated that Steve Lent sent in a report via email.  He indicated that an R&D committee has been formed to review a situation. On the R&D committee are: Lee Dudka, Richard Easby, Justina Frenzel, George Shirley, and Michael O’Connor.
Richard indicated that Steve’s goal is to update the rules and regulations of the club and make them clearer.

Treasurer’s Report
The treasurer, Greg Beronja, was out of town. A hand-out was distributed.

Boy’s and Girl’s Commissioner’s Reports
The boys commissioner discussed a situation with referees.  The girls commissioner announced that the U19G Blue Demons won a pre-season tournament.  This information was posted on the club website, but the executive director indicated that the photo was not posted because the team was not wearing an ATSC uniform.

Director of Coaching Report
The director of coaching was not present for the meeting. A report will be sent via email.

Committee Chair Reports
NCSL – report sent to Steve Lent.  Diana Greenhalgh, NCSL rep, indicated that everyone is registered and all coaches are complaint with  STAR and PCA (Positive Coaching Alliance).  She reminded everyone that TSL’s should be present at every game and should know their responsibilities.  
WAGS – Alex Sens announced that WAGS is going to a club pass system for U9 – U11 players.  This will allow players on any team, in these age-groups, to move up or down on game day.  This system is being used to promote the spirit of development.  Only three (3) players may move up or down and they may only play in one game a day.  This is effective for the Fall 2007 season and it may be expanded if the system is successful.  ODSL  players can play in WAGS games.  

Girls Player Rep – three girls indicated their interest in this position – Maddie Brothers (U16 Pride), Stephanie Megas (U16 Pride) and Kate Fleming (U16 Impact 91).  A vote was taken by members of the board.  Kate Fleming won the vote and will be the new Girls Player Rep effective immediately.

At-Large member – an additional At-Large member position is open.  The group discussed the fact that volunteers from younger-age teams could provide important input and should be encouraged to get involved with the club.  Lizzy was asked to send out an email to all club managers and coaches with a job description.     

Financial Assistance Update – Laura Brothers, Financial Assistance Chair, informed the group that the deadline was extended by one week.  Many teams were not able to get applications in by September 10.  Fifty-two (52) boys, from 17 boys teams and fifteen (15) girls, from 12 girls teams have requested financial assistance for the fall 2007.  $14,000 is being requested this fall.  The budgeted amount is $11,000.  There is $1500 from the Klurfeld fund.  $18,700 was available last spring, only $14,300 was used.  There is a carryover amount of $4,299.  Can this carryover amount be used for this year’s financial assistance requests?  Laura asked the board if the minutes from the club council meeting could be reviewed to check on the budget that was approved.  Hilary Phillips offered to check the minutes and will forward the information to Laura and Steve.  

Other Business
Luis Gendive, (At-Large member and coach for U17B Titans and U12B   ) informed the board that he had a number of issues he would like to inform the board about.

1 - he is concerned about the Academy program

2 – rosters should be unlimited

3 – league schedules should be year-round

4 – referees should be assigned to games based on experience – games played in the older age-groups should have referees that are the most experienced

5 – the card system should be reviewed (i.e., point accumulation for yellow cards and red cards)
