President’s Report/Executive Session:

The voucher approval process was discussed.  In the past, a form (which is on the ATSC website) was used for reimbursement of expenses.  The form was to be used by everyone in the club who had a need for reimbursement.  The form requires signatures of a board member.  It is then given to the club treasurer.  The president asked the board if the form is still being used.  No one was aware of the fact that it is being used.  The president suggested that instead of using the form, that the funds which are designated in the budget for expenses be used to reimburse the director of coaching, the executive director and others, as needed.

A motion was made to approve the recommendation that the line-item in the club budget which is designated for expenses, be used to reimburse the director of coaching and the executive director, as needed.  The motion was seconded and was approved unanimously.  

The president would like the board to determine the fund allocation for income received from the ASIST tournament.  This item will be discussed in future meetings.
The question was raised in reference to what is the effective date of the approved raise for the director of coaching.  When is the approved budget effective?  What is the club’s fiscal year?  Following some discussion a motion was made that the salary increase for the director of coaching be made effective as of July 1, 2007.  The motion was seconded and was approved unanimously.

Reports:
No report from the treasurer.

It was noted by the president that in the past the secretary of the board sent out the agenda.  The president would like to resume this procedure effective immediately.  Committee chairs and board members should send reports to the secretary in advance of the meetings.

The goals on all Arlington County soccer fields should not be moved. The county is making sure that every goal is secured properly. This is in response to the tragic accident which occurred recently in Virginia – a ten year old boy was killed when a soccer goal fell on him. 

Financial assistance will be distributed this week. Laura Brothers, Scholarship-Chair, reported that $14,384 will be distributed to the teams which applied for the assistance.

NCSL Rep – a report was sent out to all of the ATSC teams.  Reports will be sent out to all teams following the NCSL meetings.  All fees are to be turned in to Diana Greenhalgh, NCSL Rep, by June 15 as she will be out of town as of June 21.  At the present time there are no teams wait-listed for the NCSL.  If a team is planning on moving to another club or league, that information must be given to Diana before June 15.  She is looking in to whether NCSL offers insurance coverage for players.

The Arlington Soccer Association is going to require all coaches, as of Fall 2007 to submit a KidSafe Form to the Association – social security numbers will be required.

WAGS Rep – Alex Sens has offered to be the new rep for the club.  Alex was welcomed by the board.

Publicity Chair – Beth Hudgins has offered to be the new publicity chair for the club.  Beth was welcomed by the board.

Scott Kroll distributed a handout with an update of the Club Planning Committee.

ATSC College Night – will be held on June 4 at Arlington’s Central Library.  Complete information will be sent out by email and will be posted on the ATSC website.

Tryouts are ongoing, over 80 boys have tried out for the U9 age-group, a little over 40 girls have tried out for this age-group. 

Action Items:
Several action items are closed – the dues invoice has been sent to all teams, the question of funds for financial assistance has been resolved, a thank you letter from the ASIST chair was sent to the county, the new ASA Risk Management for coaches, organizing for tryouts; Rider College camp – no new information.
The board agreed to thank the ATSC Registrar, Ruth Macnamara with a gift for all the hard work she does for the club.  A motion was made to give the registrar, Ruth Macnamara a $100 gift certificate as a gift of thanks from the club. The motion was seconded and was approved unanimously.

Report from the Director of Coaching:
Several teams are in need of a coach – the U10G, rising U11G and Rising U11B.  Lewis Thorpe, Jimmy Carasillo (WL varsity boys head coach), Vicki Braud (Yorktown varsity girls head coach) – have contacted Grant about the possibility of coaching for the club.  They are all good, strong coaching candidates.
Approximately 80 players have signed up to attend the Rider College soccer camp.  The camp director has been out of the country and Grant is contacting him.

Grant has offered to run a functional training session for the older age-groups – U15-U19.  The day, time & location are to be determined.  It was suggested that it be held after the league season has concluded and a suggestion was made to make sure that there are no conflicts with team tryouts.

Report from the Executive Director:

The new managers meeting will be held on June 26.  

Discussion Items:
Should the club have 2 or 3 teams in the U9 age-group?  The director of coaching pointed out that this needs to be determined before the U9 tryouts have concluded.  This year there are over 80 boys trying out for the U9 age-group and a little over 40 girls are tryout out for the U9 age-group.  

The board discussed the pros and cons of this issue.  A motion was made to approve 2 teams be formed for the U9 age-group for each gender and that the Academy Program begin as of Fall 2007 for U9 and U10’s.  The age-group coaches will determine whether there should be 2 or 3 teams for the U9 age-group.  The motion was seconded and was approved.
