The ATSC President, Steve Lent, informed the group that the primary  topic at

tonight’s meeting will focus on the changes that the Arlington Soccer

Association has put into place and is proposing for the future.

He also informed the group that a Board resolution is up for discussion,

recommendations of the coaches committee have been submitted and the Board

will go into executive session to discuss nominations for open board

positions.

The club is looking into the possibility of some changes for the club uniform.

There are some radical changes proposed in the NCSL for small sided soccer. DC

United has a ticket deal for the club.  A process for background checks of all

coaches is going to set up.  The ASIST tournament is gearing up for the first

weekend of play.  The State Cup seeding committee is looking for a U13 & U14

volunteer from ATSC to attend their March meeting.  The club’s website is

being refreshed with help from Demosphere, Lizzy Stell, the club’s executive

director is working on this project.

The ASA Board has voted and approved a resolution which requires that all

coaches be paid by the Arlington Soccer Association.  As well, all employees

of the Arlington Travel Soccer Club, will be paid by ASA, effective

immediately.  Coaches will be issued W2 forms by the ASA.  As of July 1, 2008,

a new accounting system will be set up whereby all ATSC teams will be required

to turn over the balance from their team accounts to ASA.  ATSC team coaches

will be paid by the ASA as of the Fall 2008.  ATSC teams finances will be

managed by the ASA.

The reason for this change is a result of an audit that was done for the

Arlington Soccer Association.  Accountants recommended that ASA proceed with

the above plan.  An full explanation of this was distributed by email from

Steve Lent to all ATSC team managers and coaches.

The group discussed this issue for the remainder of the meeting.  ASA board

members were present at this  meeting and indicated that guidelines will be

implemented.

The Coaches Committee proposal was distributed and will be taken to the club

council for a vote on March 12.
